o ESWA isolated East Reservoir on June 14th, 2019 and began draining on June 

17th. 

o Contractor began removing existing cover on July 1st, 2019. 

o New liner and cover installed to be completed by end of July. 

o Will take approximately two weeks to refill and test once the new liner and 

cover is completed.

$46,588.00 total alternate 3 bid and $168,125.00 toal alternate 4 bid and authorizing the 

awarding of said contract to the same subject to the terms and conditions pursuant to a certain 

project manual dated June 2019 for the purpose of replacement of approximately 5,700 lineal 

feet or replacement and pavement restoration, on five roads in palmer Township, Northampton 

County, Pennsylvania.
