On a motion from Mr. Cain, seconded by Mr. Mauro, the Board accepted and approved a certain 
proposal for engineering services dated March 9, 2022, and submitted by Gannett Fleming, 
relating to the SR-191 Water Distribution Main Replacement Project located in Lower Nazareth 
Township.

execution and delivery of a pledge of anticipated revenues and accounts receivable as more 
specifically defined in said proposal; Approving the form, terms and conditions of a certain 
commitment letter dated the 9th day of March, 2022, by Fulton Bank; Authorizing the execution 
of loan documents and providing for the authentication of delivery thereof; and all such other 
matters consistent with said loan agreement.
