Once the
route is finalized, a schedule will be completed for the work.

= The tank contractor has completed the steel work and has begun
paipting the exterior tank, which should be completed by October

= Once the exterior has been completed, the contractor will begin
painting the interior, which should take an additional two weeks.
= Based on this schedule, the work should be completed in late
October with the tank being place in service in early November.

=  ESWA personnel installed a new 16 x 16” tee with 16 butterfly
valves on the street side of the existing valve chamber. This work
was coordinated with the draining of the Palmer Tank.
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= A 16” x 16” tee and butterfly valves will be installed on the tank
side of the existing chamber as the tank contractor work permits.
This will be done before the tank is placed back in service after
being painted.

REPORT OF SOLICITOR

Attorney Walters stated that the Ziegler case has been scheduled for trial on the Monday
after Thanksgiving before Judge Koury. Craig Swinsburg and Mark Bonstein will be
participating as witnesses for the Authority.

Attorney Walters also reported there is a case by the Commonwealth Court that expands
the Right to Know Act that expands the definition of a public document to include an
email sent from a personal computer to another personal computer.

Attorney Walters also reported on a change to the Authority’s Rules and Regulations,
Section 11, Paragraph B, on when a bill becomes delinquent. The Authority will no
longer use the United States Post Office mark as evidence that the bill is paid on time,
and bills will be due by the end of business day on the due date specified on the face of
the bill.

On a motion from Mr. Colton, seconded by Mr. Lockard, the Rules and Regulations were
changed to reflect the change in policy on Section 11, Paragraph B, on when a bill
becomes delinguent, to become effective on January 1, 2013, with notification to
customers starting immediately.
